When a woman arrives in police station with a complaint of crime committed on her, it is not the same case like a male
coming to police station being subjected to crime. Women come to Police Station very often in a distressed condition.
Such women can’t be left in lurch. They need special care. Sympathetic approaches to women reduce the plight to a
maximum extent. Thus, what can be a better approach then hearing her voice and creating a space for it in the police
station? The idea consolidated in the form of Women Support Centre within the premises of Police establishment.

Understanding
To help you make sense of what is happening

Process of Counselling

Counselling can best be described as a ‘process’ this implies an identifiable
sequence of events taking place over a period of time. The nature and dynamics
involved in counselling differ with each individual counselee. However, the stages
usually included;

Counsellor welcomes the client, make her feel comfortable by offering a glass
of water and initiate a general talk.

Then, they try to understand the problem and ask her/him to write down an
application giving details of the problem.

After the application was received, the registration form is filled and the case is
registered in the Maadhyam for counselling

After that the counsellor calls the second party through letter/phone to get
his/her version on the complaint of the first party

After collecting all the facts, the counsellor first initiates the individual
counselling of both the parties

Then arranges joint counselling of both the parties.

The “Maadhyam” Women Support Centre in Bhubaneswar and Cuttack are
continuously striving to provide a comfortable space for women facing public
forms of violence. The centres are relentlessly working towards providing
counselling support to distressed women and linking them with various
support services like medical support, legal advice , shelter homes facility and
economic opportunities. The centres are also providing an example of public-
private partnership with an exemplary support from the Commissionerate of
Police, Bhubaneswar- Cuttack to provide the space and relevant provisions
within the police premises and human resources as and when required.

Ifneeded the counsellor also arranges the group counselling with the family members of both the parties.
After several counselling sessions the counsellor tries to reach on some commonly acceptable decision or

compromise position.
